Admissions/Will Call: Responsible for staffing the ticket booth while assisting security to ensure that each   spectator 
has the proper tickets for entry and to check for cameras, coolers, cell phones, etc. Will Call volunteers are responsible 
for staffing  a location for ticket buyers to pick up previously purchased tickets.

Caddies: Responsible for assisting the professional caddies and professionals throughout the tournament. Must have 
golf experience.

Clubhouse Attendant/Security: Check for proper credentials to admit club members and authorized public into the 
club.

Concessions: Prepare and sell food & beverages to spectators.

Corporate Village/Skybox: Monitor access to areas, checking for proper credentials and keeping the area clean.

Driving Range: Assist in providing and maintaining a suitable driving range for all contestants. Specific duties include 
maintaining supplies such as range balls and monitoring access.

Marshal/Spotter: Marshals ensure fair play among all participants as well as safety for spectators, and are stationed 
at locations throughout the course. Focus is on tees, landing areas, greens and spectator crosswalks.

Parking: Monitor entrances to ensure that those entering lots have the correct parking pass, direct those that 
do not to the appropriate parking area and to assist passengers on to shuttle buses to the course. Assist parking at the 
concert at the Fort Smith River Park on May 6, 2008 at 5:00 PM.

Player Relations: Assist tournament staff with player registration and other matters related to hosting players.

Pro-Am: Responsible for assisting tournament staff with amateur registration and gift bag assembly and
distribution.

Security: Responsible for checking credentials and IDs at events and for assisting official security personnel on site.

Standard Bearer: Maintains and carries score sign inside the ropes with professionals during play. Must be able to 
carry a sign and walk 18 holes in 5 hours.

Walking Scorer: Each scorer follows a particular group, marking each stroke and specific statistics. Substantial 
knowledge of golf is necessary. Must be able to walk 18 holes in 5 hours.

19th Hole: Assist in beverage set-up and maintain service area while working with the public and sponsors. 
No alcohol consumption during your shift. Must be at least 21 years old.
